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Course Overview

This is a licence to practice CIMSPA accredited vocational qualification that will allow you to gain specific skills
and knowledge relating to the field of sports coaching and development. This is an ideal course for you if you
are looking to progress into employment as a sports coach.<br /> <br /> If you are aged 16 to 18, you will be
enrolled on a study programme. This will include retaking GCSEs or undertaking Functional Skills in English
and maths if you haven't already achieved a grade 4 or above. You will also be required to complete a work
experience placement as part of the course.<br /> <br /> You will take part in activities that help you to develop
your personal skills, such as building your character and confidence. This will help you to live well and move
into your chosen career.

Entry Requirements

Standard entry to this course requires one reference. It is desirable that you can demonstrate 95% attendance.
A GCSE in English grade 4 (C) or above is required, along with another four GCSE subjects at grade 4 (C) or
above.<br /> <br /> Progression will also be offered to students holding Level 2 Diploma in a relevant subject.

Course Progession

Students can progress onto the BTEC Level 3 Extended Diploma in Sports Coaching and Development
following the successful completion of this course. In the second year, the focus is to further develop skills as a
sports coach and complete units such as Applied Coaching Skills, Psychology and Research Project. Progress
routes can include employment as an assistant community/grassroots sports coach, or an apprenticeship.
